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KEEPING IT REAL1 can a person complain that “my life is spinning out of control” who also
claims to believe “God is in control”? how would you respond to this
person who uses both statements in almost the same breath?

LOOK AT THE BOOK2 using the following passages, identify some sovereign characteristics
of God: Ephesians 1:11, isaiah 46:11, psalm 115:3, colossians 
1:16-17, Romans 11:33-36.

Daniel, Joseph and Esther, in spite of seemingly out-of-control
circumstances, led lives under the sovereign care of God. What
about you? We learn in Romans 8:28-39 that not only does God knit
together circumstances to accomplish his purpose, but also that
nothing can thwart his plans. share with your group a time when
God wove together what appeared to be an out-of-control moment
into something much bigger (and better) than you imagined.

THE NEXT STEP4 as a way to encourage others, look for opportunities to clarify the
difference between coincidence and providence (God’s sovereignty).
and remember, a personal example goes a long way!
