LOOK AT THE BOOK2 in John 8:31-36, Jesus instructs abraham’s offspring regarding what
it means to be truly free. Compare and contrast physical and
behavioral freedoms with spiritual and emotional freedom.

3 Jesus begins luke 7:41-47 with the parable about a debtor who
owes his creditor a large sum of money, and a second debtor who
owes the same creditor a much smaller sum of money. discuss each
debtor’s ability to empathize and show compassion to others after
being forgiven their debts.

THE NEXT STEP4 look for an opportunity to share an example of how you have been
set free, and how others helped you along the way.
