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KEEPING IT REAL1 Even the secular world (maslow’s Hierarchy of needs) believes that
love is a basic need for human survival. We know the reason for
this—how do you explain this need for love?

LOOK AT THE BOOK2 John 11:33-38 tells us how Jesus’ love for mary, martha and Lazarus
moved Him to action. What did Jesus do? How does this example of
love compare to that which we typically see?

3 notice when reading John 3:16 and John 13:1 it says that God loved.
That verb is past tense. He loved us while we were in the world, in the
midst of trials, still imperfect. is it possible for us to love each other in
this way? 

THE NEXT STEP4 Three things in scripture stand out concerning how immense God’s
love is for us, expressed in action: in the person of His son he left
heaven, He became human and He bore our sins on the cross.
What could our world be like if we demonstrated this kind of love?
